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What does Christian Aid Do?

They say; Christian Aid and its partners are working to bring an end to poverty around the
world - tackling its root causes as well as its effects

Christian Aid is the official relief and development agency of 40 British and Irish Protestant
churches and works to support sustainable development, alleviate poverty, support civil
society and provide disaster relief in South America, the Caribbean, the Middle East, Africa
and Asia

It works with 570 local partner organizations in 45 countries around the world to help the
world's poorest communities. Christian Aid states it works where the need is greatest,
regardless of religion, nationality or race

Examples of their work can be seen in a couple of storiesthat I'd like to share with you from
their web site;

Every morning 12-year-old Etebane Jemal sets off on a four kilometre walk to collect
clean water for her family. It’sajourney she hasto maketwice a day, carrying ten litres
of water on her back — all she can carry given her small size - and it’s a trek that puts
her at risk of abduction and rape.

Etebane is from Ethiopia, a country beset by widespread poverty. Regular droughts and
food shortages make it a struggle for people to survive.

A major problem for many people in Ethiopiais the lack of access to clean water. Families
often have to use dirty, stagnant ponds to drink from and wash.

Ponds that are breeding grounds for mosquitoes and diseases like malaria— a life-threatening
illnessin the region Etebane and her family live.

To get clean water, women and children have to walk long distances across sometimes
dangerous terrain.

This can leave them — especially young unaccompanied girls — at risk of rape and abduction
by men who want to avoid paying a‘bride price’ —adowry paid at marriage.

But despite these risks they continue to walk miles to fetch and carry water for their family
and loved ones. Often children forfeit their education because it takes up so much of their
time and leaves them too exhausted to go to school.

Thanks to the help of Christian Aid partner Water Action, Etebane's community has been
busy digging trenches and laying pipelines so that clean water can flow directly into the
village.

It's alife-changing project they've embarked upon.



Etebane is happy she will no longer have to walk so far every day and she is glad she will be
safein her village.

She's hoping that soon her headaches will stop and that she will be able to go to schooal.

Donations are helping children like Etebane in Ethiopia. Y et there are thousands of children
around the world who still have to trek to collect clean water so that their families are not put
at risk of disease and illness - children who have to give up their education and the chance of
a better future.

The simple things we overlook — like clean water — result not only in less disease in a
community but mean that children like Etebane can be given the gift of an education.

Isn't it easy for the impact of natural disasters to fall off our attention radar. We consume
the next catastrophe a bit like another commodity until the news agendais ‘renewed’.

Christian AID and its partners know all about Cyclone Nargis:

Three years ago on 2 May 2008, cyclone Nargis tore through Burma's remote
Irrawaddy delta region killing 140,000 people, injuring 30,000 and devastating the
lives of a further 2.4 million.

When cyclone Nargis hit Telk Gyi village in Kungyangon, 60-year-old Tin Win's house
was completely destroyed.

The small plot of land that she used to farm to provide for her 16-year-old son's education
was al so devastated.

As a widow, Tin Win qudified for support from one of nine Christian Aid partners
working on the response efforts.

After staying with her eldest daughter's family for more than two years, in January 2011
Tin Win finally moved into her own home built with Christian Aid's support.

She says that her new house is better than the hut she lived in before and it is strong
enough to withstand cyclones and floods. There is also a new borehole nearby so she
doesn't have to walk far for water.

'l never thought | would have a house again. Every night when | pray, | pray for all those
who helped give me my house.’

Three years on, Tin Win is earning a living again from her trees and vegetables and, most
importantly, she feels safe and secure.

'l never thought | would have a house again. Every night, | pray for all those who
helped give me my house

Tin Win and her youngest son are among 1,134 families who now live in stronger homes
equipped with sanitation and water conservation facilities thanks to Christian Aid's
support.

Since the initial three month relief phase, Christian Aid has also helped 17,000 fishing and
farming families recover from Burma's worst disaster in living memory.



Cash for work programmes, livelihood support and the replacement of lost livestock have
helped 180,000 of the most vulnerable people build back stronger livelihoods which are
much less vulnerable to severe weather events than before the disaster.

A further 1,500 households have received training in disaster management and
preparedness, and five villages are regenerating thelr mangrove forests to protect
themselves against future cyclones.

Christian Aid has also supported 1,136 people living with disabilities resulting from the
cyclone through treatment, care and equipment.

What's more, many communities now have access to therapists who have been trained to
help people cope with trauma and |oss when catastrophes like this happen.

These have been just two stories. They are replicated across the world in the words of
Christian Aid “helping those in poverty out of poverty”. We pray that this year people will be
as generous as ever and donate to Christian Aid as the widows mite.

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Light on the Path

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BOOK REVIEW

“Parting Shots” by Matthew Parris & Andrew Bryson (Viking 2010)

Thisis atantalising book, but | have to say that, for all its hype, it is not an easy
read. Its chief merit in this latter respect is that it comprises an extensive
collection of reminiscences and thus may be dipped into serendipitously. Its
possible defect is that it requires a great deal of alertness because the many
authors of the diplomatic despatches it features are to a man (or awoman), very
well-educated, highly intelligent and considerable stylists. They write using at
times recondite, if not opague, reference points ranging from classica
guotations to allusions to childhood books of along forgotten era.

“Parting Shots” consists of a collection of despatches written by senior
diplomats on leaving their (usualy) final posting. Such despatches, called
“valedictories’, were traditionally an opportunity for such people to let their
hair down about the countries they were quitting. Such an opportunity rarely
went ungrasped so that many of the despatches were definitely a bit near the
knuckle. Further, they were widely circulated within the Foreign Office, passed
to government ministers and invariably copied to carefully selected other recipients. They
were even on occasion leaked embarrassingly to an eager press.

The tradition was ended by the humourless Margaret Beckett in 2007 during her time as
Foreign Secretary. She unsmilingly took exception to a description of British foreign policy
under Tony Blair as ‘b******t bingo’ and brought the tradition to an abrupt halt (the quotation
is agood example of the sort of thing that was contained in the despatches). Matthew Parris,
who in his early years had been a junior employee of the Foreign Office before working for
Margaret Thatcher, was persuaded by Andrew Bryson of the BBC to resurrect some of these
despatches and present them on Radio Four. The book followed, despite the many attempts
(some successful) of Authorities to avoid complying with the Freedom of Information Act.

A look through the despatches will immediately give you a flavour of what those demob-
happy diplomats were prepared to write. The dust cover introduces a few gems. “I doubt if
the mainland Chinese will ever learn to make a basin plug that fits ...”, “... the average
Nicaraguan is one of the most dishonest, unreliable, violent and alcoholic of the Latin
Americans’, “All those who have dealt with the Russians over the centuries have commented
on their indifference to the truth”, “[Any Canadian] who stands out at all from the crowd
tends to be praised to the skies and given the Order of Canada at once”.

Further reading revedls that, rubbing shoulders with this sort of heartfelt, but not in fact
spiteful, denigration are some very uncomfortable home truths (often central bulls eyes):
“most foreignersin Vietnam ... are on the edge of insanity”, “you aren’t paid for doing things,
you're paid for being here (Rome)”, “the Tunisian temperament, like Tunisian toilet-paper,
tears in such unexpected directions’, “neither the Minister nor the Permanent Secretary have

(sic) been educated beyond primary level”. And so it goes on.

The charm of the compilation, really a trip down memory lane, lies in its sometimes brutal
frankness but also in an unmistakable and universal affection for the countries in which the
writers have represented their Queen, even the much and sorely berated Nicaragua. When all
is said and done, every single writer of a valedictory despatch has kind and positive things to
say: they are, moreover and comfortingly, totally lacking in any patronising intent. After all,
British diplomats who represent their country are well aware of the line in the sand beyond
which it isnot in their remit to tread — even when there is unlikely to be any come-back.
